7. What was the economic miracle?  In what industries does Japan lead the world today?  

8. Describe two ways that Chinese culture influenced Korea.  

9. North Korea and South Korea have taken different paths to development.  Describe one difference in the political systems of the two nations.  Explain what economic system each nation has used to achieve economic development.
